Workshop in Applied Evaluation Methods in Health
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Instructors:

This workshop will focus on how to use different evaluation methodologies - experimental and non-
experimental - in the field of health. The workshop will take place over one and a half days on
August 29" - 30" and will be preceded by an optional one-day statistics boot-camp on the 26™
August to help prepare participants with less quantitative backgrounds.

Structure

The workshop will begin on the afternoon of August 29" with an introduction to impact evaluation
and randomized controlled trials. This session will act as a refresher course upon which the sessions
of the next day will build.

The sessions on the 30" August will run for the full day and will go into greater detail on the use of
different methods for impact evaluation. Sessions will discuss how both experimental and non-
experimental methods can be applied to the field of health. In addition, sessions will discuss recent
evidence on policies in health that have been found to be most effective, and why.

Applicants should have a
Bachelor’s degree or equivalent and have some familiarity with methods for impact evaluation
through previous attendance at the TIME summer school or equivalent training. All applicants will
be informed of their acceptance onto the course by email.
